The 10K (6 mile) walk is rated a 1.5 out of 5. It will be on city 
streets and on dirt and chipped wood  trails.  Strollers and 
wagons ok, but wheelchairs would be difficult due to some dirt 
trails.   
The 5K (3 mile) walk is rated a 1 out of 5. It will be on city streets 
and on paved park trails.  Strollers and wagons ok, but 
wheelchairs would be difficult due to the chipped wood trail.

From I-15  

From the north or south, exit at Via Rancho Parkway.  Follow Via 
Rancho Parkway to Del Dios Highway to downtown Rancho 
Santa Fe.  Turn right on Avenida De Acacias.  The library is 2 ½ 
blocks down on the left.  Parking is available along the street. 

From I-5  

From north or south, exit at Lomas Santa Fe Drive and head east. 
The highway becomes County Highway S8 (Linea Del Cielo).  
Turn left on Avenida De Acacias.  The library is 2 ½ blocks down 
on the left.  Parking is available along the street. 
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
